This year we participate in the PUBLIC ART PROJECT. As you know in this project you describe public art works from Segur de Calafell.


To prepare the perfect description you need to know what information is important to write the perfect description.

Write a list of all the information you want to include and investigate in the public library, the internet, newspapers, ask your neighbours, look up books… Collect the information you want:


When you collect all the information you need, select only the relevant information. However, you always have to include the following:

1. NAME AND YEAR OF THE PUBLIC ART WORK AND THE ARTIST.

2. WHERE IT IS SITUATED.

3. INTERESTING INFORMATION.

4. PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION.

You can read the following description of a public art work. But there is a problem! The paragraphs are not in order. In groups, read the text and decide the correct order.
1. The Statue of Liberty is a woman made of copper and steel that handles a torch and a book. In the book the artist wrote the date of the Independence of the USA (July IV, MDCCLXXVI). It is 93 metres tall (305 feet) and it is blue. Blue is also the colour of the sea. 
2. The statue is in Liberty Island, in New York City, in the USA. Liberty Island is an island near Manhattan, and Manhattan is the most important district in New York City.
3. The face of the statue is the face of the artist’s mother. It was a present to the American people from the people of France to represent the friendship established during the American Revolution.
4. The Statue of Liberty was built by the French artist Frederic Auguste Bartholdi in 1886.
