- Queen Elizabeth II is richer than me. 

- Superman is poorer than Batman. 

- She’s kinder than Susie. 

- This poster is smaller than the notebook. 

 

- This film is funnier than the book. 

- My neighbour is nastier than me. 

- I’m shier than the presenter. 

- This colour is uglier than blue. 

- I’m happier than Hulk. 

 

- Her friend is more serious than my friend. 

- We’re more attractive than the models. 

- They’re more confident than me.
