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Who’s lying?
1- Shuffle the deck of cards.

2- Memorize the card on the bottom.
3- Fan out the deck of cards. 

4- Ask a volunteer to choose a card. Tell him not to show you the card.

5- Close the fan of cards.

6- Ask the volunteer to cut the deck into two equal piles.

(your card is on the top of the selected card)

7- Now ask your volunteer to put her card on the top of the second pile.

8- Place the other half on the top of this pile.

9- Explain the audience the deck of cards is special – it can detect lies!

10-Turn over the cards and ask the volunteer to answer always “No” to the question: is it the card you selected?

11-When you turn over the selected card and the volunteer says “No” shout “Liar”.

Useful words

When you’ll practise the trick try to use those sentences:

· I need a volunteer!

· Choose a card.

· Cut the deck into two equal piles.

· Put your card on the top of the second pile.

· This deck of card is special: it can detect lies!

· Please, answer me always: No, it isn’t.

· Is it your card?

· Liar!
