MRS. OTIS:

 What’s that?

MRS. UMNEY: 
That’s the ghost.

TWINS: 

A ghost! Wow!

VIRGINIA 1: 

What ghost?

MRS. UMNEY: 
The ghost of Sir Simon of Canterville.

(The ghost walks in the room)

WASHINGTON:  
Oh! Are you the ghost?

GHOST 1: 

Yes, I am. Are you scared?

MR. OTIS: 

No, we are tired.

NARRATOR: 
Then they all went to bed.

GHOST 1: 

Why weren’t they scared?
Scene 2: Part 1

NARRATOR:

The next evening...

(Twins’ song)

TWIN 1:

Have you got the old clothes?

TWIN 2:

Yes. Come on!

(The ghost rattles his chains and sings the Ghost’s song)

TWINS: 

Hoooooo! Hoooooo!

GHOST 1:

What was that?

(The twins jump out and make a lot of noise)

GHOST 1: 

Help! A ghost!

TWINS: 

Ha! Ha! Ha!

Scene 2: Part 2

(The twins and the ghost go out of the room. Then the ghost walks into the room crying)

GHOST 2:

Boo hoo!

(Virginia walks into the room)

VIRGINIA 2: 

What’s the matter?

GHOST 2: 
Nobody is scared of me! I don’t want to be a ghost anymore!

VIRGINIA 2: 
But, why are you a ghost?

GHOST 2:
Because I was a very bad man. Nobody likes me now.

VIRGINIA 2:
I like you.

GHOST 2:
Do you? Can you help me?

VIRGINIA 2:
Yes, of course.

Scene 3

NARRATOR: 
Later, that night...

MRS. OTIS:
Where’s Virginia?

WASHINGTON:
I don’t know.

TWINS:
She isn’t in the hall.

MR. OTIS:

Let’s look for her!

(There’s a lot of noise and lightening. The clock strikes twelve and the door opens)

MRS. OTIS: 

Virginia! 

MR. OTIS:

Where were you?

VIRGINIA 1:
I was with the ghost. We went to a beautiful place. He’s happy now.

MRS. UMNEY:
Good! The ghost isn’t going to rattle his chains ever again!
